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History of the HORIGANE District

HORIGANE Village was born during the Edo period as part of the
KAWAGOE Domain's new rice field development policy. It is believed
to have been settled during the Shoo era (1652-1654),with a
provisional land survey conducted in 1661 and a full survey
conducted in 1675.

Like IRUMA Village, SAYAMA was established as HORIGANE Village in
1889 when the city and town/village system was enacted. Then, in
1954, one town and five villages, including IRUMA Village and
HORIGANE Village, merged to form the current city of SAYAMA.
According to records, agriculture, weaving, and tea production have
long been carried out in this area. Agriculture continues to thrive
today, with taro, in particular, being a known specialty of SAYAMA

City. The village shrine, HORIGANE Shrine, was built in 1650 under
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the leadership of Hasegawa GEN'EMON, a vassal of MATSUDAIRA 1ZU,
the lord of KAWAGOE Castle.

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HORIGANE-JINJYA Shrine

According to the legend of the shrine, when Emperor YAMATO TAKERU
was pacifying the eastern provinces, he saw the local people suffering
from a lack of water. It is said that he worshipped Mount Fuji from afar,
had a well dug, and was able to obtain water, so he enshrined the
SENGEN Shrine. The historic site of HORIKANENOI within the shrine
grounds is a prefectural designated cultural property, and the
ZUISHINMON Gate and two Gods statues are city designated cultural
properties.

HORIGAMI BAYASHI music is offered at the New Year's Day Festival,
Spring Festival, Autumn Festival and TENNOUSAMA Festival.
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HORIGANE-AKASAKA Forest Park

Located in the southern part of HORIGANE, this park is surrounded by
a grove of trees that retain the image of MUSASHINO, making the most
of its natural beauty. Why not enjoy a walk through the forest in this
environmentally rich park, while cultivating a heart that cherishes
nature and is kind to nature?
The park is usually open from 8:30 to 17:00, on Saturdays, Sundays,
and public holidays. From May to November, it will be open from 7:00
to 17:00.
It is closed every Monday and over the New Year holidays.

(December 28th to January 4th)
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BATO Kannon

There are over 700 stone Buddha statues in SAYAMA city, many of
which are Jizo Bodhisattva, BATO Kannon, and Koshin towers. Some
are memorial towers for Nembutsu sects, monuments commemorating
pilgrimages to Kannon sacred sites, and signposts for the convenience
of travelers traveling along the highway.

The BATO Kannon is located at the foot of GONGEN Bridge and was
built in 1740.

Sayama Stone Buddha No. 33
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KOEI-JI Temple

There are no old records of the temple's history due to several fires,
but the tombstones of its founder, KAKUUN, and its reinstatement,
EISHUN, located behind the main hall, state that KAKUUN passed away



in 1694, and the oldest recorded year in the temple's death register is
1658 , suggesting that the temple was founded sometime between
1658 and 1665.
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MARUYAMA Benzaiten
MARUYAMA BENZAITEN, located within SHINSAYAMA Heights, is a
re-enshrined BENZAITEN that was originally located beside MARUYAMA
Pond, which was built in preparation for the construction of
SHINSAYAMA Heights.
According to the "MARUYAMA BENAITEN Origin Record," It is said that
this pond was where HOJO TOKIYORI quenched his thirst after getting
lost during a tour of the Kanto region, and that this is when he
enshrined BENZAITEN nearby. The pond was a mystical place where
spring water was constantly dripping from around it.
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HIKAWA Shrine

The founding date of this shrine is unknown, but it was rebuilt in
December 1881. When shrine status was established in 1872, it was
designated as a village shrine, serving as the guardian deity of the
village.

The shrine hosts a New Year's Day Festival, Anniversary Festival, Spring
Festival, and TENNOSAMA Festival. AOCHUBAYASHI is dedicated at the
Autumn Festival.
